BEHAVIOR SEMINAR by Fran Withers

Fran Withers has been a breeder of Australian Shepherds and an all breed trainer for 18
years. As owner of Dynasty Canine Training Facility in Springfield Georgia, she trained
multiple breeds specializing in behavior modification. Fran has worked with Assisted
Living Companions for the handicapped, Read to a Dog Program, Aussie Rescue and is
a Certified Canine Good Citizen (CGC) evaluator. She published articles in a dog training
column for two years in a local magazine in Savannah Georgia.

Covering behavioral issues such as:
e  Shyness in the Conformation Ring
e  What behavior the judge is looking for and how they look for it

. How a proper leader-follower relationship will give you full control in the show

. Slight aggression towards other dogs/people
. Show a stud with bitches in heat and other studs
e  Train your dog through the energy you give them

. How to read your dog's body language so you know what they are going to do
before they do it

. Establish a strong leader, happy, submissive follower relationship

can present yourselves as a team and in the best possible way to the judge
